From Bogart City Council: 
Leaf and Limb concerns 
**Please do not rake and pile leaves in the 
ditches...this clogs the drains and prevents needed 
water flow. 
**Limb pick-up by Oconee County Road Department 
is limited to one load per household  per month. 
Limbs must be stacked and placed at end of drive-
way or edge of property. Oconee County only grinds 
limbs that have fallen due to natural causes or 
storms, not those cut by homeowner. 

**Bogart City Maintenance picks up limbs from 

right of ways and from city property only.
